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GIVING A FOCUS
The purpose of the Focus is to help members transition their thoughts from the busy, harried outside world to a spiritual frame of mind during the time spent with God studying His Word. We ask that the Focuses be connected to the passage being studied for the week (i.e. a verse from the passage, a new thought or insight that came to you from the week’s study, a story that illustrates a theme in the week’s study, a connection question that gave you food for thought, etc.) Because we want to respect the time limits allotted for each element of the session, we ask that you limit the Focus to no more than 5-8 minutes. 

To help those who generously volunteer we have formulated some simple guidelines to follow. Please keep to this outline as you prepare your Focus. Give your completed Focus to the Focus Minister one week prior to your presentation so that he/she can pass it along to the Branch Facilitators for review.
